A study of Buddhist art and architecture in the Indian sub-continent and Sri 
Lanka in a historical and functional perspective, embracing the following 
aspects: monastic residences and their gradual evolution; stûpa as a symbol of 
religious worship, the Buddha image of the Gandhâra, Mathurâ and 

Amarâvati schools; Buddhist sculpture and painting in the Gupta era; 

Buddhist art and architecture in South India with special reference to 
Amarâvatî, Nâgârjunikoṇda and Jaggeyyapeta; the last phase of Buddhist art 
in India under Pâla and Sena dynasties; the heavy dependence of Tantrayâna 

on sculpture; the �akti cult and its influence on Buddhist iconography; 
Buddhist art and architecture in Sri Lanka: Stûpa and its derivation from 

Indian prototypes; Buddhist iconography with styles and techniques peculiar 
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to Sri Lanka; paintings and their local backgrounds; fresco and tempero 
styles; Sri Lankan traditions in art and architecture and regional South Asian 
schools. 
 

AA401c - 佛教艺术与建筑学：南亚      3(3-0-6)

AA403 - Buddhist Art & Architecture: South East Asia 3(3-0-6) 

A study of Buddhist art and architecture in Myanmar, Thailand, Indonesia, 
Kampuchea, Laos and Vietnam in a historical and functional perspective. The 
study will take into consideration the following four phase in the development 
of South East Asian art and architecture: a) pre-Buddhist indigenous art-styles 
of each country in the region, b) assimilation of the indigenous with the Indian 
Buddhist art-styles following the introduction of Buddhism, c) transition from 
the preceding stage to the development of an indigenous style, d) development 
of a full fledged indigenous tradition of Buddhist art and architecture. The 
influence of the Mahâyâna form of Buddhism on South East Asian Buddhist 

art, relationship between regional traditions, iconography, econometry and 
technology, stylistic developments, classification and periodization will also 
form an integral part of this study. 

AA403c - 佛教艺术与建筑学：东南亚      3(3-0-6) 

本课程将从历史与作用的角度，探讨缅甸、泰国、印尼、柬埔寨、辽国及越南的佛

The course examines the social and religious culture in India before the 
Buddha focusing its especial attention on the following aspects: the Indus 
civilization and Aryans; Vedic culture; Brahmana and Úramaṇa movements; 
social and religious institutions, practices and beliefs; the birth of Buddhist 
civilization as a response to its religious and social background. 

BC101c - 印度佛教史前的文化       3(3-0-6)

The 
course will also examine some contemporary social issues and problems from 
a Buddhist perspective in order to clarify the Buddhist position in relation to 
them. The main thrust of the course is to show how to inculcate Buddhist 
values and attitudes in today's life.

and medical facilities; after death care (ñâtidhammo).

BC301 - The Vinaya and Buddhist Monasticism 3(3-0-6) 
The course examines how the earliest community of Buddhist monks emerged 
as a highly organized monastic order with a code of ecclesiastical rules of its 
own. The course will therefore focus its special attention on the following 
aspects: origin and evolution of the Buddhist Vinaya as the corpus of 
disciplinary laws governing the Buddhist monastic order; establishment of the 
Bhikkhuni Order; precepts coming under Khandhakas and their role in 
monastic life; upajjhâya-saddhivihârika and âcariya-antevâsika relationshop; 
monastic conventions; upasampadâ, uposatha, vassa-pavâraṇa, kaṭhina, 
sîmâ, adhikaraṇa-samatha; ecclesiastical offences and disputes; donation of 
monasteries and monastic residence; structure and administration of a 
monastery; monastic property and its management. The course will be 
concluded with a review of the changes the Buddhist monastic order 
underwent in response to social and cultural requirements of the countries to 
which Buddhism came to be introduced. 

BC301c - 戒律与寺院         3(3-0-6)

BC303 - Buddhism and the Asokan Dharma 3(3-0-6) 

The nature, scope and the purpose of the Dharma which Emperor Asoka 
propagated through his inscriptions have given rise to many interpretations on 
the part of modern historians. The present course, while making a critical 
assessment of them, seeks to take/explain its correspondence to the teachings 
of the Buddha. The course will attempt to identify the Buddhist canonical 
texts which served as sources of inspiration for the Asokan Dharma. 
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BC303c - 佛教与阿育法王        3(3-0-6)

BC305 - BUDDHIST CULTURE IN SRI LANKA AND SOUTH-EAST ASIA  
 3(3-0-6) 
A historical survey of the geographical expansion of Buddhism in the 
subcontinent of India and Sri Lanka and in the countries of South East Asia: 
Myanmar, Thailand, Cambodia and Laos. The survey will focus on the role 
played by Buddhist monks and laity in the dissemination of the new faith and 
its consequent adaptation by the indigenous people. A general acquaintance 
with the religion and culture of each country prior to the introduction of 
Buddhism should form a background to this part of the study. This will be 
followed up by an assessment of Buddhism�s contribution to the indigenous 
cultures of the region through its teachings and institutional framework, 
including the impetus it gave to the promotion of creative works in arts and 
literature during its long history in each country. 

BC305c - 斯里兰卡与东南亚的佛教文化      3(3-0-6) 

从史学眼光探讨佛教在印度、斯里兰卡及东南亚的区域扩张，范围包括：缅甸、泰

国、柬埔寨和老挝。重点将放在僧侣及信徒于佛教的传播上所扮演的角色，以及其

BC307- BUDDHIST CULTURE IN EAST-ASIA 3(3-0-6) 

This course will survey the rich and varied culture of Buddhist traditions in 
China, Korea and Japan. Students will learn of the different types of Buddhist 
art in China such as Pure Land narrative art, Chan portraits of masters, Chan-
influenced secular art, ritual art, Japanese Zen paintings, Shingon and Tendai 
esoteric Buddhist ritual-art, Chinese pagodas, Japanese Zen architecture, 
Korean Son and other Buddhist art and architecture traditions. 

BC307c -  东亚佛教文化         3(3-0-6)

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BC309 - BUDDHIST CULTURE IN THE HIMALAYAN REGION AND MONGOLIA

 3(3-0-6) 

In this course, students will be introduced to the history and development of 
the visual arts and architecture of the Buddhist world of the Himalayan and 
Mongolian regions. Students will learn of the relationship between 
architecture and environment, between art and ritual, and explore the art and 
architecture traditions that have emerged from these regions. 

BC309c - 喜玛拉雅及蒙古的佛教文化      3(3-0-6) 

本科将介绍喜玛拉雅及蒙古地区的佛教视觉艺术，以及建筑的历史与发展。探究建

筑与环境的关系、艺术与宗教仪式的关系，以及此区域出现的艺术和建筑的传统。 

 
BC311 - BUDDHIST AESTHETIC CONCEPTS 3(3-0-6) 

The course is a study of the �religion of art� in Buddhism. The study has two 

main components, theoretical and practical. The theoretical study will focus 
on the doctrinal and philosophical issues behind the Buddhist attitude to 
aesthetics. In addition to a study of all the important canonical references to 
various forms of art, a key theme that will be studied is how an appreciation 
of aesthetics could go along with the noble truth of suffering. Under the 
practical component various forms of Buddhist art (painting, sculpture, poetry 
etc) will be studied in a manner that will highlight the fundamental teachings 
and attitudes in Buddhism. The overall thrust of the course is to create among 
the participants a sense of appreciation of Buddhist art. 

BC311c - 佛教的审美学概念       3(3-0-6) 

本课程将在佛教中学习�艺术的宗教�。学习将分为两部份：理论与实践。理论部

份将集中于对经典及哲理的研究，探索其背后的美感。另外，亦探究各重要经典中

BC313 - BUDDHIST SYMBOLISM AND MYTHOLOGY 3(3-0-6) 

The course aims to clarify and evaluate the place of the imaginative realm and 
its expression through symbol and myth in Buddhist practice. Selected 
theories eg. metaphors and similes in the canonical literature, buddhakșetra, 
inûdra, images of Buddhas/Bodhisattvas, celestial assemblies etc - will be 
explored in their respective cultural contexts as well as on the background of 
anthropological and psychological approaches (J. Campbell, C.G. Jung, K. 
Kerenyi etc). 
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BC313c - 佛教的标志与神话  3(3-0-6)

BC401 - BUDDHIST EDUCATION AND COMMUNICATION 3(3-0-6) 

The course aims to collate and systematize passages from the Buddhist 
scriptures that are relevant to the areas of education and communication. 
Examples of contemporary Buddhist practice will be examined in terms of 
both Buddhist scriptural and recent academic approaches to education and 
communication. 

BC401c - 佛教教育与沟通         3(3-0-6) 

以经典出发，检查佛教教育与沟通的变迁，并将之系统化。例如将以经典及近代的

学术研讨，针对教育与沟通，探討现当代的修行情况。 

 
 
BC403 - BUDDHIST RITUALS AND CEREMONIES 3(3-0-6) 

The course is meant to provide the participants with a familiarity of the vast 
and variegated array of rituals and ceremonies spread all over the Buddhist 
world. In spite of the popularly held view to the opposite of Buddhism, 
wherever it has found home, has encouraged colourful rituals and ceremonies 
throughout ages. In addition to introducing the participants to the various 
ceremonies in different Buddhist cultures the course will also look at the 
issues of theoretical nature, namely, the place of ceremonies and rituals in the 
path to Nirvana, the doctrinal attitude of Buddhism toward such phenomena 
and the practical significance of rituals and ceremonies in the Buddhist life 
etc. 

BC403c - 佛教的仪轨与仪式        3(3-0-6) 

此课程将讲述佛教界中，一系列浩大而不同的仪轨及仪式。虽然它与原始佛教的形

式有所差距，但在岁月的推移及本土化的变迁下，呈现出各自丰富的宗教色彩。除

了让学者学习各种不同佛教文化背景中的宗教仪式，本科亦将探讨根本教理的课题

，即这些仪式及习俗的制订，对趣向涅磐的意义。此外，亦探究佛典中对这些仪轨

、仪式的现象及修行意义，所抱持的态度。 

 

BC405 - Buddhism and Economics 3(3-0-6) 
The purpose of this course is to develop a Buddhist economic philosophy on 
the basis of the Buddhist teachings relating to the role of wealth in social 
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organization. The Buddhist emphasis on the need to have a moral foundation 
for all human activities will form the central theme of this study. The course 
will also discuss the contemporary relevance of Buddhist observations on 
economic problems and the responses expected from Buddhism in regard to 
the needs and challenges of modern era. 

BC405c - 佛教与经济         3(3-0-6) 

本科的目的是要在社会的财产经营中，发展一个以佛陀教育为基础的佛教经济哲学

体系。佛教徒强调一切的人类社会活动应用必要的道德规范，将是本科谈论的焦

点。此外，亦将讨论佛教对现当代经济问题的观察、评论，以及在这新纪元中，对

此必然性及挑战的回应。 

 

BC407 - Buddhism and Politics 3(3-0-6) 
A critical discussion of Buddhist teachings relating to politics and good 
governance in order to evolve a Buddhist political philosophy. The cakkavatti 
ideal of universal government will take a central place in the discussion. The 
course will conclude with the relevance of Buddhist social thought to a 
diagnosis of contemporary political problems and the responses expected 
from Buddhist doctrines in regard to the needs and challenges of the present 
era. 

BC407c - 佛教与政治        3(3-0-6) 

讨论政治与佛教的关系，以及提出良好的统领制度，以便发展佛教政治哲学理想。

转轮圣王（Cakkavatti）的领导思想，将是本课重心。此外，亦将以佛教社会思想

的角度，探讨现当代的社会政治问题；并依据经典，在本世纪的需求与挑战中，做

出相关的回应。 

 

BC409 - Theory and Practice of Buddhist Meditation         3(2-4-6) 

A study of Buddhist meditation as an integral part of the Buddhist religious 
doctrine which is directed to mental purification and liberation. The study will 
involve Buddhist meditational practices in the three Buddhist traditions of 
Theravâda, Mahâyâna and Vajrayâna, the therapeutic effects and 

psychological aspects of Buddhist meditation, and the higher reaches of mind 
in Jhanic experience and their relevance to Buddhist spiritual life. 

BC409c - 佛教禅修的理论与实践      3(2-4-6) 

在佛典中占重要部份的禅修，能净化心灵，令得解脱。本课程将讨论三大传承的禅

修方式、医疗作用、禅修心理学、以及最高境界的禅修（Jhanic），并阐述它们与

佛教精神修行的关系。 
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BC411 - Buddhology in Pre-MahÂyÂna Buddhism    3(3-0-6) 

The study will begin with an inquiry into the origins of Buddhological 
speculations in the Pli Suttas. This will be followed up with a discussion of 
their growth among the early Buddhist schools, particularly of the 
Mahâsañghika tradition. The course is expected to serve as a background to a 

better understanding of the position assigned to the Buddha in the Mahâyâna 

tradition. 

BC411c - 大乘佛教前期的佛陀观      3(3-0-6) 

本课程要求从巴利教典出发，探究原始佛陀观的思想。接下来，讨论早期各部派的

发展，尤其着重在大众部。此课程亦被视为是了解大乘佛教的背景资料。 

 

BC413 - Zen and its Impact on Japanese Culture 3(3-0-6) 
A historical survey of Zen Buddhism and its impact on Japanese Culture with 
the following aspects form an integral part of the study: The origin of Ch'an 
school in China; the Five Houses and Seven Sects of Ch'an Schools; from 
China to Japan; Rinzai school and its method of practice; Soto school and its 
method of practice; Zen during the 16th century in Japan; Neo-Confucianism 
and Zen; Zen priests and politics; Zen and cultural life; Zen literature, arts; tea 
cult, the n theatre; Zen in modern Japan; Zen in Western countries. 

BC413c - 禅及它对日本文化的冲击       3(3-0-6) 

本课程的核心是从历史角度，概观禅对日本文化的冲击。内容包括：中国禅宗的起

源、五家七派、由中国传至日本的禅学、临济（Rinzai）及其修行方法、净土（

Soto）及其修行方法、16世纪的日本禅学、新儒家和禅、禅师与政治、禅与文化、

禅文学、禅艺、禅茶、 现代日本禅学在西方。 

 
BC415 - BUDDHISM AND SOCIOLOGY OF RELIGION 3(3-0-6) 
This course will present the major sociological theories (Max Weber, 
Nicholas Luhmann etc) and selected field of studies of any selected religion. 
Examples of Buddhist social organization - its processes, institutions, 
structures and systems - will be explained in the light of these approaches. 

BC415c - 佛教与宗教社会学         3(3-0-6) 

此课将提出主要的社会学理论 (Max Weber, Nicholas Luhmann etc)，并在所规划

BC417- Buddha in the MahÂyÂna Tradition 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE BC411 
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A comprehensive study of the final form the antecedent Buddhological 
speculations took in the schools of Mahâyâna Buddhism. The Trikâya-
doctrine, its significance for the Mahâyâna, both from a religious and 

philosophical view, and the position of the Buddha in relation to the cosmos 
will form an integral part of this study. 

BC417c - 大乘佛教中的佛陀         3(3-0-6) 

预修课程 BC411 

本科要求：学生必须先综合了解大乘佛教形成之前的佛教概况。课程亦将从宗教及

哲学的角度，去探讨三身及其对大乘佛教的意义。此外，佛陀在宇宙中的定位特

征，亦是本科将讨论的中心。 

 

BC419 - Buddhist Vinaya and Modern Legal Philosophy  3(3-0-6) 
The course seeks to examine the corpus of disciplinary laws governing and 
regulating the Buddhist monastic order from the perspectives of modern legal 
philosophy which in this context is the study of general principles underlying 
the law. The course will make a special study of the ten basic principles which 
lay down the reasons for the promulgation of the Vinaya rules in the light of 
the broad principles of modern law as imparting of justice, arising of legal 
rights and duties, attachment of legal liability and legal responsibility. Actus 
Reus (culpable action) and Mens Rea (culpable mental state). The deterrent, 
preventive, reformative, will also be compared and contrasted with the 
punishments included in the Vinaya: Tajjanîya, Nissaya, Pabbâjanîya,  
Paṭisâraṇîya and Ukkhepanîya. 
. 

BC419c � 佛教戒律与现代法律哲学      3(3-0-6)

BH201 - EARLY BUDDHISM: HISTORICAL BACKGROUND  3(3-0-6) 
The course is designed as a critical study of the religious and intellectual 
background against which Buddhism emerged in the 6th century B.C. in India. 
Attention will be focused on the evolution of Vedic thought, the philosophy of 
the Upanișads, and the religio-philosophical systems that arose within the 
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Samaṇa movement. The purpose of the course is to understand doctrines of 
Early Buddhism from a broad historical perspective. 

BH201c -  早期佛教：历史背景       3(3-0-6)

BH203 - HISTORY OF BUDDHISM IN INDIA: PRE-ASOKAN PERIOD  3(3-0-6) 
The course focuses on the following aspects: the extent of the spread of 
Buddhism during the time of the Buddha and its impact on the contemporary 
society, Buddhist Councils and their importance in the history of Buddhism, 
formation of the Buddhist canonical literatures and its oral transmission by the 
bhânakas, development in Buddhist monasticism, emergence of Buddhist 
sects, growth of Buddhist rituals and concessions to popular religious needs, 
Asoka and his contribution to the propagation of Buddhism in India and 
beyond. 

BH203c - 阿育王前的印度佛教史        3(3-0-6) 

此课将集中在以下几点：佛陀时期的佛教宣传程度、及其对当时社会的冲击、经典

结集及其在佛教史上的重要性、佛教经典文学的形成、以及传诵者的口传、寺院的

BH301 -History of Buddhism in India: Post-Asokan Period  3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE BH203 
The study will focus on the progress of Buddhist culture in India for a few 
centuries after A�oka especially based on the following aspects: A�oka and 

expansion of Buddhism; the progress of Buddhism during the Úuñga-kâṇva 
period; development of Buddhist schools; the fourth Buddhist council; the 
Chinese pilgrims to India; great Buddhists after A�oka: rulers: Menader, 

Kanișka, and Harșa, Pali authors: Nâgasena, Buddhadatta, and Buddhaghosa, 

Sanskrit authors: A�vaghoșa, Nâgârjuna, Buddhapâlita and Bhâvaviveka, 

Asañga and Vasubandhu, Dinnâga and Dharmakîrti; the rise of the great 
centuries of Buddhist studies like Nâlandâ, Vikrama�ilâ, and Jagaddalâ. 

BH301c - 阿育王后的印度佛教史      3(3-0-6) 

预修课程 BH203 

此课讨论印度佛教文化在阿育王以后的发展，重点在：阿育王及其对佛教的宣传、

Úuñ ga-kâ ṇ va时期的佛教发展、各宗派的思想、四次经典结集、中国信徒前往印

度朝圣、阿育王后有大成就的领导者：Menader、 迦腻色迦（Kani kaș ）、戒日王 

（Har aș ）。巴利文经典大家有：那先（Nâ gasena）、佛授（Buddhadatta）、佛
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音（Buddhaghosa）。梵文经典大家有：马鸣（A�vagho aș ）、 龙树（Nâ gâ

rjuna）、佛护（Buddhapâ lita）、清辨（Bhâ vaviveka）、 无著（Asañ ga）、

世亲（Vasubandhu）、 陈那（Dinnâ ga）、法称（Dharmakî rti）。与此同时出现

的几所著名的佛学院有：那兰陀（Nâ landâ ）、维讫罗摩尸罗寺（Vikrama�il

BH401- History of Buddhist Thought in India 3(3-0-6) 

A continuous historical survey of Buddhist thought in India, focusing on the 
factors that led to the emergence of a wide variety of schools and 
interpretative traditions within the fold of Buddhism. The course will 
concentrate on the schools of Abhidharma, the rise of the Sautrântika as a 

critical response to the Abhidharma, the Mahâyâna sûtra literature, 

 Madhyamaka, Yogâcâra, and Tantrayâna. 

BH401c - 印度佛教思想史         3(3-0-6) 

探究促使当时的印度出现许多宗派的原因，以及他们对佛教义理的解说。重点将放

BL301-PÂLI BUDDHIST CANON: AN ANALYTICAL AND HISTORICAL STUDY

 3(3-0-6) 

The course focuses on the following aspects: origin and development of the 
Pâli Buddhist canon through analytical and historical study of the Tipiṭaka 
texts; introducing the distinction between the canon and scripture; the 
evolution of the Pâli canonical literature based on the Dhamma and Vinaya; 

criteria for identification of the early and late strata of the Pâli canon; the 

division of the canon into three Piṭakas and five Nikâyas and different 

traditions about the Khuddakanikâya. 

BL301c - 从分析及史学角度学习巴利佛教经典      3(3-0-6) 

从分析及史学角度学习巴利大藏经、巴利经典的起源与发展、巴利经典文学的发展

BL303 - PÂLI BUDDHIST LITERATURE I 3(3-0-6) 

The focus of the course is on a specific study of the Abhidhamma literature of 
the Pâli canon incorporating a detailed study of the evolution of the seven 

books of the Abhidhamma Piṭaka paying special attention to the method of 
classification and literary styles. 
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BL303c - 巴利佛教经典（I）        3(3-0-6)

the four Chinese Âgamas.

BL307 - THE CHINESE BUDDHIST CANON: AN INTRODUCTORY STUDY 
 3(3-0-6) 
This study is intended as an analysis and evaluation of the literary works in 
the Chinese Tripiṭaka. This will be followed up with a study of the 
introduction/translation of Buddhist texts into China; the problems pertaining 
to the methods of translation from Sanskrit to Chinese; Some features of the 
translators such as Tao-an, Paramârtha, Kumârajîva, Xuan-zang and others; 
the Canon will be systematically examined under the system of the Chinese 
Âgamas, the Sarvâstivâda Abhidharma literature, the prajñâpâramitâ literature 
and other literature of different Buddhist schools.     

BL307c - 介绍中国佛教典籍      3(3-0-6)

BL309 - PRAJNÂPÂRAMITÂ LITERATURE: A HISTORICAL & ANALYTICAL 

STUDY 3(3-0-6) 

Prajñâpâramitâ Literature and the emergence of the Mahâyâna; the așṭa-
sâhasrikâ-prajñâpâramitâ-sûtra as the earliest prajñâpâramitâ sûtra - its textual 
evolution, features of its beginning portions characterizing the earliest 
Mahâyâna sûtra and its new message of prajñâpâramitâ as the characteristic 

doctrine of the �nava-yâna�; the prajñâpâramitâ literature as a 

response/reaction to the âbhidharmika predilection; the evolution of the whole 

corpus of the prajñâpâramitâ literature; classification of the prajñâpâramitâ 

literature. 
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BL309c -从分析及史学角度学习般若经    3(3-0-6)

The study will be based on: the origin and development of the Jâtaka literature 

and its role in the popularization of Buddhist values; the importance of the 
Jâtakas as Buddhist works of literature; aspects of social, economic, political 

and moral philosophy reflected in the Jâtaka literature. 

BL401c - 巴利本生经         3(3-0-6)

BL403 - PÂLI BUDDHIST LITERATURE II-OPTIONAL 
PREREQUISITE BL303 3(3-0-6) 

This course is a study of the origin and development of the Pâli commentaries 

and sub-commentaries paying especial attention to new methods of exegesis, 
literary style and language. An examination of the causes and objectives that 
led to the compilation of the Pâli commentaries and a study of the 

commentaries in relation to early Buddhist doctrines are expected.  

BL403c �巴利的佛教文献 II-选修科         3(3-

0-6) 

先期预修 BL303 

本课程学习巴利文的原始典籍和后期的经论注疏，并着重讨论注疏方法、文本风格

和语言特点。探讨巴利论典成立的依据和目的，同时学习论典与早期佛教教义的关

BL405- PÂLI HISTORIOGRAPHICAL LITERATURE 3(3-0-6) 

A critical study of the Pâli vaṃsa literature paying attention to their 
importance as sources for the reconstruction of Buddhist History will be 
expected under this study.  

BL405c - 巴利历史文献         3(3-0-6)

BL407 - THE TIBETAN BUDDHIST CANON: AN INTRODUCTION STUDY 3 
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 (3-0-6) 

This study is intended as an analysis and evaluation of the literary works in 
the Tibetan Tripiṭaka. Attention will be focused on the following topics: An 
introduction to the translation of Buddhist literature into Tibetan; the Kanjur; 
the Tanjur; Tantric texts: classification and characteristics; Kriyâ, Caryâ, 
Yoga, Yogottara, and Yoganiruttara tantras; some of the main individual texts 
will be examined. 

BL407c �西藏佛教的藏经：概观学习         3(3-0-6)

BL409 - HISTORY OF SANSKRIT BUDDHIST LITERATURE  3(3-0-6) 

The earliest linguistic medium of preservation of the Buddha�s teachings - 
from the Prâkrit dialects to classical Sanskrit; the evolution of the Buddhist 

Hybrid Sanskrit Literature; earliest evidence of Buddhist Sanskrit in writing; 
the periodization of Buddhist Sanskrit texts - earliest, middle and late; 
representative Buddhist Sanskrit texts in the different periods exhibiting new 
major doctrinal development; a critical assessment of the innovative 
contribution to Buddhist doctrines and practices by the various âcârya of the 

Sanskrit Buddhist tradition. 

BL409c -  佛教梵文文献的历史       3(3-0-6)  

本课着重研究传播早期佛教教义的语言：从方言（Prâ krit）到古典梵语，佛教混

BP201 - EARLY BUDDHISM: BASIC DOCTRINES 3(3-0-6) 
The purpose of the course is to identify and interpret the original doctrines of 
what is generally known as Early Buddhism. Therefore the course will be 
mainly based on the Buddhist discourses of the Pâli Canon. Topics of study 

will include Four Noble Truths, Three Signs of Existence, Dependent 
Origination, Analysis of the empiric individuality, theory and practice of 
moral life, and Nibbâna as the final goal of religious life. 

BP201c �早期佛教： 基本教义        3(3-0-6)

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BP205 - Mahâyâna Buddhism: Basic Doctrines 3(3-0-6) 
The study will be mainly based on Mahâyâna literature (Sanskrit, Chinese and 

Tibetan) and is designed to provide an insight into the basic doctrines of main 
Mahâyâna schools. Attention will be focused on the following topics: Prajñâ, 
prajñâpâramitâ and dharmatâ in the Prajñâpâramitâ literature; the notion of 
Úûnyatâ, tetra-lemma and the theory of two truths (saṃvṛti and paramârtha) 
in Madhyamaka school; the Three Aspects (trisvabhâva), the theory of 
Representation Only (vijñapti-mâtra), the notion of âlayavijñâna and the Path 
theory in the Yogâcâra school; The tathâgatagarbha (the Buddha nature) 
theory; The critical Classification of Buddhism in T�ien-t�ai School and  Hua-
yen School (AvataMsaka);  Ch�an Buddhism from Buddhadharma to Hui-
neng, and the Kung-an (Koan) in Ch�an practice; the theory and practice of 

Pure Land Buddhism. 

BP205c � 大乘佛教：基本教义       3(3-0-6)

BP207 - EARLY BUDDHIST ETHICS 3(3-0-6) 
The aim of this course is to examine the formal features as well as the content 
of early Buddhist ethics. An attempt will be made to understand the different 
perspective from which an inquiry into ethics may be made and to clarify the 
standpoint from which it is most fruitful to study Buddhist ethics. The course 
will attempt to understand the Buddhist ethical system in terms of familiar 
concepts, categories, and methods of analysis in modern moral philosophy. 

BP207c �早期佛教的伦理观        3(3-0-6)

BP209 - Theory and Practice of the Bodhisattva  Ideal 3(3-0-6) 
The course will begin with a review in historical perspective of the antecedent 
teachings that led to the Mahâyâna version of the Bodhisattva ideal. This will 

be followed up with a discussion of the Thought of Enlightenment, the 
practice of pâramitas, the ten bhûmis as stages of spiritual perfection, and the

centrality of the Bodhisattva ideal to the ethics and philosophy of Mahâyâna 

Buddhism. 

BP209c �菩萨精神的理论和实践       3(3-0-6)

BP301 - EARLY BUDDHISM: PROBLEMS OF INTERPRETATION 3(3-0-6) 

A re-examination of the fundamental doctrines of Early Buddhism in the light 
of the problems posed by subsequent doctrinal interpretations particularly of 
the Abhidhamma tradition and of the Madhyamaka and Yogâcâra schools of 

Buddhist thought. The course will also take into consideration the problems of 
interpretation highlighted in modern academic studies on Buddhism. 

BP301c �早期佛教; 诠释的问题       3(3-0-6) 

通过后期佛教阿毗达磨、中观和唯识等教义诠释中产生的问题，审视早期佛教的基

BP303 - Early Buddhist Psychology 3(3-0-6) 
The course will focus on the importance of the psychological content of the 
Early Buddhist teachings and on the distinctive contribution made by 
Buddhism to Indian psychology. Buddhist teachings that have a psychological 
significance will be examined in terms of the concepts and categories known 
to modern psychology. 

BP303c �早期佛教心理学       3(3-0-6)

BP305 - Theravâda Abhidhamma 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITES BT201&BH201 

The prime focus of the course will be on the dhamma-theory, the cornerstone 
of the Abhidhamma philosophy. The course will introduce students to the 
teachings of the Abhidhamma on levels of reality and degrees of truth, 
analysis of mind and matter, theory of cognition, instantaneous being, and 
conditional relations. The course will be concluded with an introduction to the 
expository methodology of the Abhidhamma. 

BP305c �南传上座部阿毗达摩        3(3-0-6) 

预期必修 BT201 和 BH201

BP307 - Sarvâstivâda Abhidharma 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITES BT201&BH201 
The course will begin with a clarification of sarvastitva, the theory of 
tritemporal existence and its centrality to the Sarvâstivâda version of the 

dharma-theory. The main themes of discussion will include the category of 
atta-viprayukta-saṃskâra, theory of causes and conditions, momentariness 
and the causality of cognition, karma theory of avijñapti, and the 

unconditioned dharmas. 
 

BP307c � 一切有部阿毗达摩        3(3-0-6) 

预期必修 BT201&BH201

BP309 - Theravâda Exegetical Tradition 3(3-0-6) 

A historical survey and a critical evaluation of the Buddhist exegetical 
traditions developed within the Theravâda tradition. Attention will be focused 

on the canonical antecedents of Buddhist exegesis, Buddhist hermeneutics of 
the Netti and Peṭakopadesa, methods of doctrinal exposition in the Pâli 
Aṭṭhakathâs and Ṭîkâs, and doctrinal developments through commentarial 

interpretations. 

BP309c �上座部佛教的注经传统       3(3-0-6) 

本课对南传佛教解经传统进行历史回顾和评价，重点研究南传藏经中早期释经法，

《导论》(Nettipakaraṇ a)和《藏释》(Peṭ akopadesa)中的佛教诠释学，在注疏和

疏解中阐释时所采用的方法，随着注释而发展出新的教义。  

 

BP311 - The Psychology of the Abhidharma 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE BT305 OR BT307 

The purpose of this study is to examine how the psychological concepts and 
categories of Early Buddhism came to be interpreted in the schools of 
Abhidharma. The main topics will include definition and classification of 
consciousness, mind-matter relationship, theories of cognition and subliminal 
consciousness, jhanic experience and higher reaches of mind. The course will 
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conclude with the Sautrântikas' critique of Abhidharma categories and their 
contribution to Buddhist psychological analysis.

BP313 - Madhyamaka: The Buddhist Doctrine of Emptiness 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE BT201 &BH201 
The course will commence with a review, in historical perspective, of the 
antecedent doctrines which led to the emergence of the Madhyamaka. It will 
be followed up with an in-depth study of the philosophical position of the 
Madhyamaka. The study will be based on the subject-matter of the 
Mûlamadhyamaka-kârikâ, which is authored by Nâgârjuna, the founder of the 
Madhyamaka school. 

BP313c �中观：佛教空的教义        3(3-0-6) 

预期必修 BT201和 BH201 

课程对促成中观派产生的早期教义加以历史性的回顾，进而深入了解中观的哲学地

位。课程的材料将以中观派祖师龙树所写的《中观颂》为根本依据。  

 

BP315 - Yogâcâra: The Buddhist Doctrine of Mind-Only 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE BT201&BH201 

The course is designed as an introductory study of the basic teachings of the 
Idealistic School of Buddhism, known as Yogâcâra Vijñânavâda. It will 

commence with a review of the antecedent idealistic trends in the             pre-
Mahâyâna schools and will be followed up with an introduction to the very 

essence of the Vijñânavâda metaphysics and the spiritual discipline based on 
it. 

BP315c �瑜珈宗：佛教�唯识观�        3(3-0-6) 

预期必修 BT201和 BH201 

本课程初步介绍瑜珈唯识学的基本教义。首先回顾大乘形成前佛教各宗的主观唯心

BP317 - Buddhism and Science 3(3-0-6) 
It is often that Buddhism and other religions are examined from a modern 
scientific viewpoint. This course, however, is designed to view science from a 
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Buddhist standpoint. The course begins with a discussion of the philosophical 
and attitudinal changes which influenced and transformed the European 
enterprise of science and its subsequent developments in knowledge and 
technique, Darwinism and the secularization of the concept of self, 
materialism and the reductionist philosophies which emerged from them. The 
course will next move on to the modern scientific studies on mind and 
examines them with light of parallel development in Buddhism. 
 

BP317c �佛教与科学         3(3-0-6)

BP319- Social Philosophy of Buddhism                        3(3-0-6) 

The purpose of this course is to highlight the social dimension of Buddhist 
teaching. The main areas of study will include the Buddhist critique of the 
Brahmanical social hierarchy, Buddhist teaching on the origin and evolution 
of society, arises of human species, interpersonal relation, Buddhist 
perspective of law, justice and punishment. The course will conclude an 
examination from Buddhist perspective of the contemporary social issues and 
problems. 

BP319c -佛教的社会哲学       3(3-0-6)

An inquiry into the specific Mahâyâna doctrines which were developed within 
the Abhidharma tradition but remained controversial among early schools of 
Buddhism. The course will focus on the karma-theories of avijñapti, 

avipranâ�a and bîja, prajñapti-paramâtha dichotomy, theories of antarâbhava, 
spiritual status of the Arahant, the lokottaravâda tradition of Buddhology, and 

the Sautrântika critique of the Abhidharma categories. 

BP401c �阿毗达摩中教义的争论       3(3-0-6) 

预期必修 BT311和 BT305或者 BT307

BP403 - Buddhist Logic and Epistemology 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE BT201 
The course is designed as a systematic study of the system of epistemological 
logic developed by Dignâga and Dharmakirti during the 6-7th century A.D. 
Topics of discussion will include: forms of syllogism, essence of judgment, 
impact of names and inference, theory of sense-perception, validity of 
knowledge, and the reality of the external world. 

BP403c �佛教逻辑学和认识论        3(3-0-6) 

预期必修 BT201

BP405 - Buddhism, Upaniùads and Advaita Vedânta    3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE BP313, BP315 

The course will review the historical relation between Early Buddhism and 
the pre-Buddhist Upanișads and examine the philosophical positions of the 
Madhyamaka and Yogâcâra schools of Mahâyâna Buddhism in relation to 

�aṇkara's interpretation of the Upaniùads as a non-dualist metaphysic. The 
course is specially meant to review the views expressed by modern scholars 
on this subject. 

BP405c �佛教、奧義书和不二吠陀     3(3-0-6) 

预期必修 BP313, BP315

BP409 - Buddhism and other World Religions   3(3-0-6) 

The course is intended as a comparative study of Buddhism in relation to 
Hinduism, Christianity and Islam. The primary focus of the course will be on 
the world-view of each religion and the spiritual life based on it. The purpose 
of the course is to promote inter-faith understanding among contemporary 
world-religions.

CB301 - Buddhism in China I 3(3-0-6) 
A historical and comprehensive study of the three teachings based on: the 
religious background of China prior to the arrival of Buddhism; a study in 
contrast between Taoism and Confucianism - social attitude versus 
philosophical speculations. Characteristics of early Buddhist schools 
introduced to China and their philosophical depth; the trend towards 
propagations of schools of popular appeal like Sukhâvatîvyûha (Chin Tu / Jo 

Do); growth of monastic institutions - their good and bad sides (the 
proscription of the growth of monasteries); the diversity of cultural 
manifestation in Art, Architecture and Sculpture.  

CB301c �中国佛教 1         3(3-0-6) 

全面历史地学习佛教传入中国之前的宗教文化背景、佛教与儒、道两家的比较研

究��社会观点与之相应的哲学思想。早期佛教宗派传入中国的特征及其思想；极

CB302 - BUDDHISM IN CHINA II 3(3-0-6) 
PREREQUISITE CB301 
The course focuses on the Buddhist controversy on the sudden versus gradual 
approaches to Enlightenment: Can Enlightenment be approached through a 
series of successive approximations or can it only be realized all at once in its 
entirety? Although the sudden-gradual polarity was not without antecedent 
history in other Buddhist tradition, it will be discussed here with particular 
reference to the history of Buddhism in China. 

CB302c �中国佛教 II          3(3-0-6)

It will make a historical survey of the developments within 
the school and the influence it exerted on the subsequent schools of Buddhist 
thought, both in China and Japan.

school is based on the Flower Ornament Scriptures (AvataMsaka Sûtra). The 

course will examine how it combines the Buddhist teaching of Emptiness and 
the doctrine of Mind-Only into a unique and remarkable synthesis to evolve a 
philosophy of totality.

Buddhist Chinese is a specialized course designed to train students in reading 
and translating Chinese Buddhist texts. It will also introduce students to the 
use of dictionaries, reference works, encyclopedias and other material relevant 
to research work in Chinese Buddhist texts.

JB301- Buddhism in Japan I 3(3-0-6) 

An introductory course on the schools of Buddhist thought in Japan. It 
examines the official introduction of Buddhism to Japan, Prince Shotoku's 
contribution to its spread, the six Buddhist schools of Nara, the aristocrats 
versus commoners during the Heian period, the rise of the Kamakura 
Buddhism. The Buddhist schools that came under this survey will include the 
six Buddhist schools of Nara, Tendai, Shingon, Jodo, Jodoshin, Rinzai and 
Soto Zen, Nichiren, and some new sects that began to appear from about the 
end of the Edo period (1603-1868). 

JB301c-日本佛教 1        3(3-0-6)

The course will begin with a historical review of the two major movements of 
Ch'an Buddhism in China, Gradual Enlightenment of the Northern School and 
the Sudden Enlightenment of the Southern School and their introduction to 
Japan where they developed as Soto and Rinzai sects. The course will focus 
on the Obaku sect as well, which emerged as a combination of Zen thought 
and Nembutsu practice. An examination of the basic doctrinal differences 
among the three schools will form an integral part of the course.

Simple extracts, both 
prose and verse, from Pali texts will be used for further clarification of syntax 
and for comprehension.

The 
course will also introduce the student to further structural patterns of 
sentences based on active and passive voices, participles (past, present and 
future).

The connection of old Indo-aryan and middle Indo-aryan 
languages with Pâli will be examined. The historical development of Pâli 

grammar with special emphasis on traditional and analytical trend will also be 
examined.

The course will seek to study: the historical need for an interpretational 
tradition in Buddhism; a study of the two texts for their historical background, 
structure and content; a study of key terms and key concepts and categories in 
the two texts (philosophical significance and interpretational values of the 
concepts); the commentarial tradition of interpretation: the four aspects of 
explanation, namely, lakkhaṇa, rasa etc.

It will begin with a historical overview of the 
spread of Buddhism in: a) South and South East Asia (Sub-continent of India, 
Sri Lanka, Myanmar, Thailand, Indonesia, Cambodia, Laos, Vietnam), b) the 
Himalayan Region (Tibet, Bhutan, Sikim), c) Central Asia (Afghanistan, 
Soviet Central Asia, Chinese Turkestan, Sinkiang, Mongolia), d) East Asia 
(China, Korea, Japan). The distinguishing characteristics of the Northern and 
Southern Buddhist traditions and the regional variations in Buddhist culture 
will form an integral part of this study. Among Asia's contemporary schools 
for Buddhist thought, an introduction will be made to the following: 
Therevâda, Vajrayâna (Esoteric Buddhism of Tibet) and the Ching-T'u (Pure 
Land) and Ch'an (Zen) schools of Mahâyâna Buddhism in East Asia. The 

course will be concluded with a historical introduction to the Pâli, Tibetan and 

Chinese versions of the Tripiṭaka.

trends in Buddhism; spread of Buddhism in Mongolia and Tibet.
